- Shared standards are essential for ensuring the interoperability and
re-usability of language resources.

- Especially important for computational lexicons contatining highly
structured information.

- The influential Lexical Markup Framework (LMF), first published in
2008 by the International Standards Organization (ISO) as ISO
standard 24613:2008 was intended as a “standardized framework for
the construction of computational lexicons” " (Francopoulo, 2013).
