e (Goal: redefine dependency trees to be white-space independent

e Means: a new column in the CoNLL-U file - phrase-level features

o Defined only for content lexemes
o Based on morphological features and function lexemes

e Problem: these bullets are not sufficient to define the data structure

e Example: ADPs and case morphemes should be treated the same

o Isit ADP — case feature or cases — ADP-like node?
o What about coverbs?
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e Collection of issues to be treated
o All definitions-by-whitespace in current use
